The XVI Biol goes to the Sardinian Oil S.Andrìa
ANDRIA (Italy) – Its the Sardinian extra-virgin olive oil “Sant’Andrìa” produced by Oleificio Sandro Chisu of Orosei (Nuoro) the best organic olive oil of 2011: this is the main outcome of BIOL Prize. “Sant’Andrìa” its the best among more than 380 competing oils coming from more than 19 countries, covering almost completely the olive oil producers of the whole world. And from another island, Sicily, comes the second place, given to “PDO Valli Trapanesi” of the organic producer Titone. Third place for the Tuscany “Frantoio” by the producer Cesare Buonamici of Fiesole (Florence). Best blended “Bios” by Monini, bottled by S.I.O. Gargano.
Among other prizes awarded, BIOLPACK was awarded, from a specific jury  of experts in comunication and design, to the Croatian oil “Zlatno Ulje”. The children jury awarded the BIOLKIDS first place to the Californian oil “Mistral” by Apollo. Best foreign oil, with the sixth place, went to the Spanish “Rincon della Subbetica”.

Good to excellent quality was reached also by most of the oils, both Italian and foreigners. Winners were proclaimed on the 28th of April 2011 in the beautiful Chiostro di San Francesco (an historical building in Andria), at the end of a scientific forum on perspectives or organic olive growing, that also launched the new producers association BIOLITALIA. “The international jury - stated BIOL coordinator Nino Paparella – recognized the high quality of the sixty oils that reached the highest positions, with minimal differences among one another. The jury, that used a new software soon available online on www.premiobiol.it, this year highlighted the increasing quality of Italian oils, and the importance of the participation of so many Mediterranean countries that are currently undergoing uprising and crackdowns. All participants are here united under the olive branch, a symbol of peace”.

Winners will receive their prizes during the fair of the 8 of May during the event “B-To-Bio” inside the Milan Fair. All participants will be published as usual in the yearly BIOL catalogue, always present in main fairs of the sectors, included BioFach in Nuremberg (Germany) and Sana in Bologna (Italy).

It is so concluded the yearly event organized by CiBi, passed between testing sessions, a forum, tasting seminaries, guided visits, exhibitions and social gatherings moments, that for three days saw Andria as international centre of the world organic olive oil sector. BIOL Prize is under the patronage of IFOAM and the Italian Ministry of Agricultural Policies, and its carried out with the cooperation of: Apulia  Regional Government, Township of Andria, ICEA – Environmental and Ethical Certification Institute, and Consorzio Puglia Natura.
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
